Standards for Interpreters — Elizabeth Watkins

Note: Century College has a course on appropriate ways to use computer translation software.

Elizabeth Watkins shared with the ELSIG the “Code of Ethics and Standards of Practice for Educational
Interpreters of Spoken Languages” and talked about the nine principals discussed in the document. She shared
how some standards are difficult to define and apply in different school contexts. Ongoing discussion is needed
to reach agreement on the meaning of terms such as “accuracy”, “impartiality”, “professional boundaries”, and
“advocacy” in different settings. The ELSIG discussed the following questions: Were you aware of the Code of
Ethics (COE) before today? About one third of the group had heard of them. Do you use the COE in your district?
If so, how? How can you envision it being used? How can | promote awareness of the COE — with what groups
and for what purposes? Elizabeth will create a short user guide incorporating some of the suggestions made by

ELSIG.

Elizabeth is co-authoring a chapter on the roles of interpreters and cultural liaisons for an upcoming book on
working with diverse families of children with disabilities. She is requesting support in collecting certain
information:

1) Job descriptions: Who should she send it to? Reponses included “superintendent”, “send to all relevant
stakeholders”, and “every district is run differently”. The team also suggested that transparency will
help to encourage response. They also suggested that having an example job description would support
districts.

2) Input on a survey that would go out to stakeholders. The group provided feedback.

3) The English Learner Companion being published with the University of Minnesota and reviewed by
national experts is being updated. Ms. Watkins asked the ELSIG questions about suggestions for
dissemination and training around the system review and planning tool.



Monitoring the progress of former English learners (ELs) - Michael Bowlus

Michael Bowlus reviewed what had been shared in the last ELSIG meeting about the topic of monitoring the
progress of former ELs. He ran through an example of how to deal with a student sample scenario. The group
reviewed a draft sample progress monitoring form and provided feedback on the form.

Immigrant grant — Michael Bowlus

Michael Bowlus shared some background of the Immigrant Grant that is a 3 percent set aside of Title Ill funds
for districts experiencing significant growth in their population of K-12 students who are recent immigrants.
Stakeholders suggested that it is difficult to use funding that is only guaranteed for one year. It is also
important to consider districts with fewer numbers and fewer resources. It should fill a gap temporarily so that
hopefully the system will fill in any future gaps. The requirement to submit the immigrant count on the Student
Support Data Collection (SSDC) system has changed from June 15 to June 1. The statutory definition of an
Immigrant falls under Title IlI, section 3201(5). Immigrant grant recipients tend to be urban districts.
